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The Weymouth Police have con�rmed that next-of-kin have been noti�ed in the Saturday morning fatal 
hit-and-run incident in that town.
 
The victim has been identi�ed as 61-year-old Ms. Xuan D. VO from Union Street in South Weymouth.
 
The matter remains under investigation by the Weymouth Police Department with participation of the Norfolk 
District Attorney’s O�ce motor vehicle homicide unit.
 
This o�ce and the WPD extend our condolences to the family and friends of the victim.

FATAL HIT AND RUN PEDESTRIAN CRASH
WEYMOUTH, MA (July 17, 2021): A 61-year-old Weymouth woman, whose has not been identi�ed pending family 
noti�cation, was the victim in a fatal hit and run pedestrian crash early Saturday morning. The victim was struck 
by a motor vehicle while walking in the area of Pleasant Street at Ralph Talbot and the vehicle �ed the scene. At 
approximately 2:45 AM a Weymouth Police O�cer on patrol observed the victim lying on the sidewalk and 
immediately attempted life-saving e�orts. The investigation is currently ongoing and investigators are trying to 
determine the facts and circumstances surrounding the crash.
 
We are urging the operator to do the right thing and turn themselves in at the Weymouth Police Department.
